practical resources. We are beginning to /
make marks that represent the symbols

used in maths for addition and subtraction.
We will be continuing to develop the
children’s knowledge of patterns,
particularly exploring how to create, copy
and continue a 2 way and 3 way repeating
pattern. We will be developing their ability
to identify a mistake in a pattern and how to
correct it.

The children will continue to use the Little Wandle
phonic scheme to develop their knowledge of
sounds, particularly recognising that groups of
letters can represent one sound such as digraphs
and trigraphs. We will be exploring a variety of
books and recapping previous texts to support
children to develop their understanding and

enjoyment of different texts. /
